SECOND READING AND ADOPTION OF PROPOSED ORDINANCE 2025-001
(DESIGNATION OF FLOODPLAIN MANAGER)

Subsequent to holding a public hearing on May 19, 2025, at the regular commission
meeting, the Clare City Commission considered and approved a first reading of a proposed
Ordinance 2025-001 to designate the Clare County Building Inspector as the city’s
floodplain manager, as recommended by the Michigan Department of Environment, Great
Lakes, and Energy (EGLE), Water Resources Division, to accurately reflect the individual
who is responsible for the city’s floodplain management.

As all ordinance changes/amendments require the consideration and approval by the City
Commission, we now ask the City Commission to allow a Second Reading of the
proposed ordinance amendment and subsequently approve and adopt Ordinance 2025-
001 for incorporation to the City’s Ordinance Codes.

FY25/26 BUDGET, CIP, AND TAX MILLAGE ADOPTION

The Charter of the City of Clare stipulates that the City Commission shall adopt a budget
for the upcoming fiscal year at the first scheduled City Commission meeting in June. In
preparation for the approval of the Fiscal Year 2025/65 Budget, the City Staff presented
the proposed FY2025/26 Capital Improvements Plan (CIP) to the Planning Commission
on April 9" to review, discuss and recommend approval of the requested/proposed capital
improvement budgets. The City Commission then held two budget workshops on April
21% and May 5% The Department Heads, the City Manager, and the City
Treasurer/Finance Director presented the proposed Fiscal Year 2025/26 budget and CIP to
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the Commissioners for input and discussion. The City Commission is now asked to approve
those items and to set the millage rate.

Prior to adopting/approving the budget/CIP, and the millage rate, the City Commission is
required to hold a public hearing to receive comments regarding the budget, and the CIP,
and set the proposed tax millage to be collected for the new fiscal year commencing July
1%, Notice of the hearing has been completed as required.

TREASURER’S REPORT: The Treasurer provided a report to the Commission.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

Lake Shamrock Dredging and Dam Project. Mechanical dredging by the city and
hydraulic dredging by Savin Lake Services are paused until EGLE permitting will allow at
the beginning of July. Savin has started treating aquatic plant life at the end of May to
allow the dredges to function more efficiently when they begin hydraulic dredging in July.

Lake Shamrock Dam Project, Our engineering firm is continuing to work on design and
options for the type of systems we may be able to utilize. The design is nearly 50%
completed and will be submitted to EGLE once completed for their review. The City and
GEI have submitted full application for the second phase of the Dam Risk Reduction Grant
(DRRG), and we have been preliminarily notified that though the full amount we were
requesting was not funded a portion of our request has been awarded. We will have more
details soon. We are working with EGLE on the FEMA Grant and the (second) grant
agreement for High Hazard Potential Dams — HHPD grant.

Summer Concert Series. The 2025 Summer Concert Series starts June 5" and runs through
August 14" every Thursday night from 6-8 at Shamrock Park.

Clare Destination Art Sculpture. The Clare County Arts Council recently shared that the
sculpture "My Favorite Thing" aka The Dog has found his "Furever" Home. He will be
placed out in front of the Pere Marquette District Library on Fourth St. in Clare. The piece
was created by Travis Emmen, and the sculpture was the 2024 People’s Choice winner of
the Clare Destination Art Sculpture Walk.

Cost Recovery (Ordinance 2025-002)

For the Agenda of June 16, 2025

Background. The City’s public safety entities (particularly fire) are regularly dispatched to
respond to accidents or incidents involving individuals or entities. Currently, city staff bill for and
attempt to collect/recoup our costs for the services provided for all non-resident emergency
responses or dispatches that are outside the Fire Jurisdiction boundaries. Even with the current
Public Safety Response Cost Recovery Ordinance in place, on more than one occasion we have
been challenged by invoiced parties and insurance companies regarding our right or authority to
assess these charges leaving the city to bear the full expense of the use of equipment and labor
involved. While we do utilize a collection agency to collect unpaid invoices, we have had limited
success in collecting from most individuals/entities, and then, the city recovers only a portion of
the funds collected due to the fees assessed by the agency.

As outlined in the Fire Chief’s report (attached) the cost of operating the fire department continues
to rise due to increased training requirements, equipment costs, labor expenses, and uncollected
fees, and the financial impact becomes harder to manage. Most insurance policies have a set
payout amount for responding fire departments built into their policies. Consequently, the Fire
Council discussed these concerns at their meeting in December, 2024 and determined that a more
effective cost recovery program is needed.

The Fire Department is now looking to partner with Cost Recovery USA to collect funds from the
insurance companies when a response from the Fire Department for the insured policyholder, both
resident and non-resident, is required. The billing services rate schedule, tailored to the City, was
adopted at the June 2, 2025, meeting. Cost Recovery USA will retain 21% of the fees collected
and the City will receive the remaining 79% monthly, for the prior month’s fire department
responses. The City reserves the right to stop the program with Cost Recovery USA at any time.

To implement the services of Cost Recovery USA, the City is required to adopt an amendment to
our current Cost Recovery Ordinance. As such, we discussed the matter with our City Attorney
who has prepared a proposed ordinance amendment (copy att’d).

The City Commission is asked to review and consider the proposed ordinance amendment; hold a
public hearing (copy of public notice att’d) to receive comment related to the amendment; and
consider approving a first reading of the ordinance revision.



Issues & Questions Specified. Should the City Commission hold the required public hearing to
allow the recommended ordinance amendment to move forward to a Second Reading and potential
adoption?

Alternatives.
1. Hold the public hearing and allow the matter to move forward to a Second Reading.
2. Hold the hearing but direct that the ordinance amendment change process to not proceed
to a Second Reading.
3. Defer/delay decision of this matter to a subsequently scheduled City Commission
meeting.

Financial Impact. Adoption of the proposed ordinance amendment allows the City to recoup
costs incurred in responding to certain emergency or public safety responses.

Recommendation. [ recommend that the City Commission, by appropriate motion hold the
required public hearing and allow a First Reading of the proposed Ordinance 2025-002 which will
allow the proposed ordinance to proceed to a second reading and potential adoption.

ORDINANCE NO. 2025-002

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CLARE BY
amending the City Code, Chapter 2.

WHEREAS, the emergency and non-emergency services response activity
to incidents continues to increase each year; Environmental Protection
requirements involving equipment and training, and Homeland Security
regulations involving equipment and training, creating additional
demands on all operational aspects of the fire department services; and

WHEREAS, the fire department has investigated different methods to
maintain a high level of quality of emergency and non-emergency service
capability throughout times of constantly increasing service demands,
where maintaining an effective response by the fire department decreases
the costs of incidents to insurance carriers, businesses, and individuals
through timely and effective management of emergency situations, saving
lives and reducing property and environmental damage; and

WHEREAS, raising real property tax to meet the increase in service
demands would not be fair when the responsible party(s) should be held
accountable for their actions; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission desires to implement a fair and
equitable procedure by which to collect said mitigation rates and shall
establish a billing system in accordance with applicable laws, regulations
and guidelines; Now, Therefore

Chapter 2-Administration, Article V-Finance, Division 2-Recovery of
Expenses, of the Clare City Code is hereby amended and restated as
follows:

Subdivision I. - In General
Subdivision II. - Single Lot Assessments
Sec. 2-161. - Generally.

(a) When any expense shall have been incurred by the city upon or in
respect to any single premises, which expense is chargeable
against the premises and the owner thereof under the provisions of
this Code or section 11.3 of the Charter, and which is not of that
class required to be pro rated among the several lots and parcels of
land in a special assessment district, an account of the labor,




material and service for which such expense was incurred, with a
description of the premises upon or in respect to which the
expense was incurred, and the name of the owner, if known, shall
be reported to the clerk, who shall immediately charge and bill the
owner, if known.

(b) The clerk, at the end of each quarter, shall report to the city
commission all sums so owing to the city and which have not been
paid within 30 days after the mailing of the bill for such amounts.

(c) The city commission shall, at such times as it may deem advisable,
direct the assessor to prepare a special assessment roll covering all
such charges reported to the city commission, together with a
penalty of ten percent. Such roll shall be filed with the clerk, who
shall advise the city commission of the filing thereof, and the city
commission shall thereupon set a date for the hearing of objections
to such assessment roll. The assessment roll shall be open to
public inspection for a period of seven days before the city
commission shall meet to review the roll and hear complaints. The
city clerk shall give notice in advance, by publication, of the
opening of the roll to public inspection and of the meeting of the
city commission to hear complaints and shall also give like notice
to the owners of the property affected, by first class mail at their
addresses as shown on the current general assessment roll of the
city, at least ten days prior to the date of such hearing.

(d) Such special assessments and all interest and charges thereon
shall, from the date of confirmation of the roll, be and remain a
lien upon the property assessed, of the same character and effect
as a lien created by general law for state and county taxes, until
paid.

(e) The same penalty and interest shall be paid on such assessments,
when delinquent from such date after confirmation as shall be
fixed by the city commission, as are provided by the city charter to
be paid on delinquent general city taxes, and such assessments,
with penalties and interest, shall be added by the treasurer to the
next general city tax roll or general county and school tax roll, as
shall be convenient, and shall thereafter be collected and returned
in the same manner as general city taxes.

Subdivision III. - Emergency and Non-Emergency Services



Sec. 2-181. - Purpose.

In order to protect the city from incurring extraordinary expenses
resulting from the utilization of city resources to respond to emergencies
and non-emergencies, the city commission authorizes city departments
to impose charges to recover reasonable and actual costs incurred by the
city in responding to calls for assistance in connection with an
emergency and non-emergency service response.

Sec. 2-182. - Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this subdivision,
shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where
the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Costs of the emergency response shall mean the costs incurred in
responding to an emergency event, except as may be limited by a policy
adopted by the governing body. Costs include, labor, equipment usage,
and materials associated with services provided and attorney fees.

Emergency response shall mean any response by the City of Clare Police
Department or City of Clare Fire Department or an entity operating at the
request of the City of Clare Fire Department or Police Department or any
other responder as set forth in the National Incident Management
System (Homeland Security Presidential Directive 5), to any call,
including medical emergencies, for assistance from any person, property
owner, government agency, emergency service provider, or other entity.

Hazardous materials includes, but is not limited to, a chemical that is a
combustible liquid, a flammable gas, explosive, flammable, an organic
peroxide, an oxidizer, pyrophoric, unstable reactive or water reactive.

Hazardous materials response shall mean any response to an event
involving any chemical, substance, compound, mixture, or other
materials defined as designated as, listed as, or having the same
characteristics as any substance, compound, mixture or materials listed
as hazardous under federal or state law or regulation.

Release means any spilling, leaking, pumping, pouring, emitting,
emptying, discharging, injecting, leaching, dumping or disposing into the
environment.

Responsible party shall be defined as:

(1) Any owner, lessor, lessee, or operator of any property who is
responsible for, or contributes to an emergency response shall be
liable for the expense of the emergency response.



(2) Any registered owner, lessor, lessee, or operator of any motor
vehicle, that is the subject of an emergency response, shall be
liable for the expense of the emergency response, without regard to
fault or having caused an accident or other mishap.

(3) Any public or private utility whose activities or facilities
necessitated an emergency response shall be liable for the expense
of the emergency response.

(4) Any person owning, maintaining or operating a railroad shall be
liable for the expense of the emergency response.

(5) When an emergency response directly benefits more than one
person or property, each person and/or property benefited may be
held jointly and severally liable for the payment of the expense of
the emergency response. For purposes of an emergency response
involving a motor vehicle, occupants other than the operator and
the registered owner shall not be liable for the expense of the
emergency response.

(6) Cost recovery for any hazardous materials response may be
pursued in a civil action, pursuant to the Natural Resource
Environmental Protection Act (MCL 324.20135(1)(b)).

Sec 2-183. - Charges.

The Clare City Commission shall initiate mitigation rates for the delivery
of emergency and non-emergency services by the fire department for
personnel, supplies and equipment to the scene of emergency and non-
emergency incidents as set by resolution from time to time. The
mitigation rates shall be based on actual costs of the services and that
which is usual, customary and reasonable (UCR) which may include any
services, personnel, supplies, and equipment and with baselines
established by addendum to this document. The Mitigation Rates will
increase annually based on the annual percentage increase in the
Consumer Price Index (CPI), as developed by the Bureau of Labor
Statistics of the U.S. Department of Labor. Rate adjustments will occur
on the anniversary date of this ordinance to keep the fire department's
cost recovery program in conformity with increasing operating expenses.

Sec. 2-184. - Collection and billing of emergency response costs.

The police chief or fire chief, or his or her designee, shall prepare and
deliver an invoice for charges imposed to the responsible party or
parties for payment through their insurance carrier. In some



circumstances, the responsible party(s) will be billed directly. The
responsible party, or their insurance carrier, shall reimburse the city as
directed by the invoice, for the charges set forth in the invoice within 30
days. The responsible party shall be liable for any costs associated with
the collection of the unpaid balance that remains after the expiration of
30 days. All payments under this subdivision shall be made directly to
the City of Clare.

Collection recovery costs incurred by the City of Clare, including billing
and collection costs, court costs, and attorney fees, shall be assessed to
a responsible party who fails to remit reimbursement for the costs of
the provided emergency services in accordance with the billing
procedures of this subdivision.

Sec. 2-185. —- Other remedies.

The city may pursue any other remedy, or may institute any
appropriate action or proceeding, in a court of competent jurisdiction to
collect charges imposed under this subdivision. The recovery of charges
imposed under this subdivision does not limit liability of responsible
parties under local ordinance or state or federal law, rule or regulation.

Background. As you are aware, the City has been working towards adding additional well sites to
allow us to add additional capacity to our water system and start to replace some of our existing wells
that are 50 plus years old. Dale Clark, Water/Wastewater Superintendent, has requested the City enter
a proposed contract (att’d) with Williams and Works, Inc. as a sole source contract in the amount of
$26,700 for the two phases to complete the Engineering Support and Groundwater Resource
Evaluation for Well 8 Replacement. Williams and Works, Inc. (Dan Whalen) has been used by the
City of Clare for many years, and we have been very happy with their work. This work will guide our
efforts toward the replacement of Well 8, which is currently inoperable and unrepairable. Pending
EGLE approval, which is looking promising, this new replacement well will be next to the existing
well 8.

Thank you for the opportunity to continue providing groundwater engineering
service to the city. This proposal is to provide you with our scope of work and fees
associated with the groundwater resource evaluation for the replacement of Well
No. 8. This proposal also includes the design engineering and EGLE permitting for
the connection from the new well to the City water system.

Our approach and scope of work will involve two phases of work; Phase 1 will be
the development and testing of the replacement well for Well No. 8 — this work will
fulfill the EGLE requirements for construction and testing of new Type | water wells,
and eventually lead to an approved Type | water well. Phase 2 of this project will be
to provide you with engineering plans and specifications, and the Act-399
Construction Permit Application for the well and pump equipment and connection of
the new well into the City water system. We will anticipate that both construction
phases will be publicly bid — either two separate bids or one all-encompassing bid -
and we will assist the City with construction observation during both phases of work.

The water well work will fulfill the EGLE requirements for construction and testing of
new Type | water wells'. This project, however, will involve challenges associated
with placement and testing which have not been resolved with EGLE at the time of
this letter. Our scope and fees presented below, therefore, address what we expect
EGLE will require to fulfill the permitting requirements for this project.

Phase 1

The scope of work for all proposed Type | production well sites follow the same
basic approach from site selection to the eventual development of a test-production

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well. In all cases, EGLE has specific requirements for the siting, construction and
testing of new Type | water wells. These steps beginning with site selection leading
to well development are as follows;

1.

Initial Site Evaluation and Engagement of EGLE. Once a replacement
location has been identified (this has yet to be done), there are specific
regulatory requirements that must be met and demonstrated. The most
important are; i) isolation from existing or potential sources of contamination -
this cannot be avoided), i) isolation from surface water or wetlands - this cannot
be avoided, iii) ownership or control of an approved isolation area, iv) proximity
to nearby private wells, v) regional groundwater flow patterns with respect to the
proposed site, vi) isolation from storm and sanitary sewers, and vii) receipt of a
passing groundwater withdrawal score from the EGLE Water Use Unit (this step
will not be needed since the replacement well is a one-for-one capacity
replacement). At minimum if these main factors can be resolved with EGLE, we
can begin the well site development process.

A package with supporting documentation will be prepared requesting EGLE to
visually inspect the site and surrounding area. The package will include;

a) The overall project work plan and technical approach — part of this task will
include a meeting with the EGLE Source Water Unit to reach a consensus
regarding overall scope and policy requirements,

b) A map showing the property site boundaries,
c) A map showing EGLE Environmental Mapper details,
d) A map showing the exact proposed well location with coordinates,

e) A detailed engineering specification section for the proposed well
construction and pumping testing — this specification will become part of the
bid package,

f) This package will not include an Adverse Resource Impact (ARI) pre-
screening request since the new well will be “in-kind” replacement and will
not increase the city’s baseline capacity.

If the site meets all EGLE requirements including any deviations as necessary,
the District Engineer will issue a letter approving test well drilling.

Well Construction and Testing Bid Documents. At this point, we will prepare
bidding documents and assist the city with advertisement for bids for drilling
contractors to perform the drilling and pumping testing work.

The geological engineering fees for Task Nos. 1 and 2 will be $5,200.00 and
will also include the site inspection meeting with EGLE and the City. Once
EGLE has signaled approval for test well drilling, we will assist the City
with bidding and procurement of a drilling contractor, and then the project
can proceed.

3. Test-Production Well Installation. The test-production well construction is
assumed to be in-kind with the construction characteristics of the Milham Well
No. 1 - between 145-180 feet in depth (available records are conflicting), but its
construction will depend entirely on the observed conditions during the initial
drilling and formation sampling work. Our work during this task will involve at
least three days of field inspection during the drilling, construction and
development of the test-production well. The drilling contractor will
construct and develop the well in accordance with our engineering
specification as provided to EGLE in Task 1e.

4. Aquifer Testing. Upon completion of the test-production well, the well will be
equipped with the contractor’s test pump and a brief stepped rate pumping test
will be performed to determine the aquifer test pumping rate. Once the aquifer
test pumping rate is determined, the well will be pumped at this rate for a
minimum duration of 24 hours or whatever deemed necessary during our
scoping discussions with EGLE (Task 1a). The water levels in the pumping well,
any available observation well(s) will be monitored using our electronic
monitoring equipment throughout the pumping and recovery phases of the test.
Our work during this task will involve at least four days of field work
including monitoring the aquifer and providing coordination with the
driller.

At the end of the pumping phase, groundwater samples will be collected and
analyzed for Unit 37 parameters including; general minerals, metals, VOC'’s,
SOC'’s (herbicides and pesticides), radionuclides (gross alpha, radium 223/226),
PFAS compounds, and corrosivity indices (these are all required for all new Type
| water wells).

The data from the aquifer test will be analyzed to calculate the hydraulic
properties of the pumped aquifer, and a report will be prepared which will
address the following required items;

a. A full description of the local hydrogeology and the assumed hydraulic inter-
relationships between local geological units and(or) hydraulic boundaries.

b. Geologic cross-sections which depict the local and regional geology. These
will be based upon our well log database for the area, and the local wells at
the site.

c. A description of the aquifer test, and a full analysis of the aquifer test data
using appropriate analytical techniques.

d. A description of the groundwater quality and an analysis of the corrosivity of
the groundwater.

e. The determination of the drawdown that would occur within the test-
production well after pumping for 100 days without the benefit of recharge.

f. An analysis of the long-term production capability of the aquifer.
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g. An analysis of the mutual interfering effects of all three Milham Production
Wells running simultaneously based on the demands of the water system.

h. Appendices which will include our mapping, aquifer test data, well logs,
groundwater chemistry and any other pertinent data.

The draft report will be submitted to the City of Clare for review prior to submittal
to EGLE. Upon EGLE approval of the report, the test-production well will be
approved as a Type | well, and at that point the Act 399 permitting of the well,
pump, appurtenances, interconnecting watermain, etc. can be pursued.

The geological engineering fees for Task 3 through 5 will be $15,300.00,
and will include all field inspection work, all aquifer testing work and data
collection, contractor coordination, technical reporting, laboratory fees,
and all related correspondence with EGLE. The engineering fees for the
complete work scope as described above in Task Nos. 1 through 5 will be
a not to exceed total of $20,500.00.

Phase 2

We will assume the new replacement well will be located within reasonable distance
from the existing Well No. 8 (this is tentative and yet be confirmed with EGLE). The
new production well will be equipped similarly as Well No. 8 - with a submersible
pump and pitless adaptor. We will further assume the electrical infrastructure,
existing pump controls, and related equipment will be adequate and remain in place.
The revised inter-connecting watermain will allow reasonably straightforward tie-in
to the new well.

Plans and Specifications. Phase 2 will involve preparation of engineering plans
and specifications — all of which will meet the Ten States Standards - for the
following components;

a) Production well pump (if needed), pump riser and conductors and ancillary
pump appurtenances, and pitless adaptor.

b) The interconnecting watermain from the new well the existing water system
piping - the location and connection method to be determined during the
design phase.

c) The electrical infrastructure equipment including pump controls and
connection to the available power source are assumed to be adequate for
this design.

d) Preparation of an Act 399 Construction Permit Application and submittal to
the MIEHDWIS system for EGLE review and approval.

The engineering fees for Phase 2 engineering design and preparation of
plans and specifications will be $6,200.00
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The Phase 2 work will include all engineering and technical reporting
including basis of design, all related correspondence with EGLE, Act 399
submittal to MIEHDWIS and preparation of construction plans and
specifications for EGLE review and approval.
