B. Discussion Topic — Downtown Dining Igloos
Recently, a downtown business owner approached the city with the question of being allowed to have an
outdoor dining “igloo” that would be placed in a parking space. Discussion ensued. The DDA Board is not
comfortable at this time approving the placement of an “igloo” on 4™ Street due to a number of issues (safety
concerns, closeness to McEwan, concerns on how snow plowing would be able to be done, etc.).

A motion was made by
Greg Rynearson and supported by Gus Murphy to approve the bills as presented. The motion was unanimously
approved.
