B.    NORTH WATER TOWER CATHODIC PROTECTION 

    The FY25/26 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) called for the addition of cathodic protection 

to the North Water Tower.  The north water tower is just over ten years old. To maximize 

the coating longevity and water quality, it is recommended that we install cathodic 

protection for the interior of the tank.  WWTP Supervisor Dale Clark consulted with Dixon 

Engineering and Corrpor.  Corrpor is the only company that performs this work in 

Michigan.  Rays welding would install the needed brackets, Corrpro would install the 

cathodic protection, and Dixon Engineering will inspect of the work. This work is 

scheduled to be completed this year in the WWTP CIP. Barring any unforeseen 

circumstances the total cost is $37,881. Because Corrpor is the only company in Michigan 

that performs this work, it necessitates a request for a sole source bid/project approval in 

the amount of $37,881.   

 

 We now ask the commission to approve the expenditure of funds as well as authorize the 

City Treasurer/Finance Director to make any and all necessary budget amendments related 

to the expense which is budgeted for in the CIP at $40,000.  We also request the City 

Commission authorize the City Manager and/or Water Treatment Superintendent to sign 

any and all necessary documents to complete the project. 

 

Motion by Commissioner Bussell second by Commissioner Jenkins to approve the City 

Commission by-laws by the adoption of Resolution 2026-003. Roll call vote: Yeas:

Lake Shamrock Dredging.  Mechanical dredging by the city continues at the west end of 

the lake as time and weather permit.  Savin’s hydraulic barge was pulled for the winter 

season until the ice thaws. 

  

Lake Shamrock Dam Project.  GEI and Spicer, are continuing design work for the new 

dam, emergency/auxiliary spillway, and the new walkway.  The City meets weekly with 

the design engineers and project managers to get the RFP for the project out soon.  We are 

still waiting on the grant agreement with FEMA and will bring that to you at a future 

meeting.  
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North+South Passenger Rail Project Press Release / Community Survey.  The North+South 

Passenger Rail Project is exploring a new intercity train service that would connect Southeast 

Michigan to mid-Michigan and the northwest Lower Peninsula. This proposed service would open 

up a new way to travel across the state, offering a safe, enjoyable, and sustainable alternative to 

driving while expanding access to Michigan’s vibrant communities.  As the team undertakes a 

major planning study for the route, we would like to hear from you.  By completing the community 

survey, you will help us better understand travel needs, preferences, and priorities, ensuring that 

this service is designed for the people who will use it.

Background.  The Clare Area Chamber of Commerce plans to sponsor the annual summer 

fireworks show in the City on Saturday, June 27, 2026 (inclement weather date: Sunday, June 28, 

2026) as part of the annual Clare Summerfest event.  In order to lock in the selected date for the 

show, the Chamber must submit the approved permit to the fireworks vendor.  The State of 

Michigan requires the governing body hosting fireworks displays to approve said permit (copy of 

permit application and certificate of insurance att’d) for the display.  The Commission has 

traditionally approved the permit in the past and is asked to do so again this year. 

 

 Issues & Questions Specified. Should the City Commission approve the fireworks display permit?

Instructions for Application for Fireworks Other Than Consumer or Low Impact

Applications shall be submitted to the legislative body of a city, village or township board.  A permit may be issued as a result of 
official action by the legislative body.  A permit shall be valid only for use within the limits of the jurisdiction of the legislative body of a
city, village or township board.

1. Type of Permit – check all boxes that may apply to the type of permit needed.  You may select several permit types 
depending on your fireworks display.  You may check with your legislative body of a city, village or township board for 
assistance when making your selection.  Please review the following definitions to determine which type of permit to 
select: 

 Agricultural or Wildlife Fireworks – devices distributed to farmers, ranchers, and growers through a 
wildlife management program administered by the US Department of Interior or Michigan DNR.

 Articles Pyrotechnic – 1.4G fireworks for professional use only that is classified as UN0431 or UN0432.
 Display Fireworks – 1.3G fireworks for professional use only
 Special Effects Manufactured for Outdoor Pest Control or Agricultural Purposes – devices with a 

combination of chemical elements or compounds capable of burning independently of the oxygen of 
the atmosphere and designed and intended to produce an audible, visual, mechanical or thermal effect
for pest or animal control.

 Public Display – a fireworks display that is open to all persons for viewing.
 Private Display – a fireworks display that is not open to the general public for viewing.

2. Name of applicant – list the name of the applicant.  The applicant may be a person representing an organization, group,
firm or corporation, or self.  If the applicant is also the operator, enter the same name in the operator’s section.

3. Address of applicant – complete the address of the applicant; include the street address, city, state and zip code.

4. Name of person or resident agent representing corporation, LLC, DBA or other – list the name of the person or resident 
agent that represents the corporation, LLC, DBA or other.

5. Address of person or resident agent that represents the corporation, LLC, DBA or other – list the address of the person 
or resident agent representing the corporation, LLC, DBA or other.

6. Non-resident applicant – list the name of the non-resident applicant.  A non-resident applicant shall appoint a Michigan 
attorney or Michigan resident agent in writing to be the applicant’s legal representative upon whom all service of 
process in any action or proceeding may be served.

7. Name of pyrotechnic operator – list the name of the pyrotechnic operator.  The pyrotechnic operator is the person in 
charge of the display.  The legislative body of a city, village or township board shall rule on the competency and 
qualifications of the operator before granting a permit and may require an affidavit from the applicant as to the 
operator’s experience, former pyrotechnic accidents, criminal record, sobriety, etc.

8. Address of pyrotechnic operator – list the address of the pyrotechnic operator; include the street address, city, state and
zip code.

9. Age of the pyrotechnic operator – list the age of the pyrotechnic operator; the operator must be 18 years of age or older.

10. Name of assistant – list the name of the assistant to the pyrotechnic operator; 

11. Address of assistant – list the address of the assistant; include the street address, city, state and zip code. If there is 
more than one assistant, please list additional assistants on a separate sheet and include the address and age of those 
additional assistants.

12. Age of assistant – list the age of the assistant to the pyrotechnic operator; the assistant must be 18 years or older.

13. Name of other assistant – list the name of other assistant to the pyrotechnic operator.

14. Age of other assistant – list the age of the assistant to the pyrotechnic operator; the assistant must be 18 years or older.

15. Exact location of proposed display – list the address of the exact location of the proposed fireworks display.

16. Date of proposed display – indicate the date of the proposed fireworks display; only one display date can be used per 
application.

17. Time of proposed display – indicate the time of the proposed fireworks display.

18. Manner and place of storage - indicate the manner and place of storage within the legislative body of a city, village or 
township board of fireworks that are ready for display, just prior to the display in the area of exhibition.  The legislative 
body of a city, village or township board shall obtain approval from the local fire authorities of the manner and place of 
storage before any permit is issued.
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19. Amount of bond or insurance - the issuing legislative body of a city, village or township board shall set the amount of 
and proof of bond or insurance for the protection of the public to satisfy claims for damages to property or personal 
injuries arising out of any act or omission on the part of the person, firm or corporation, or any agent or employee of the 
applicant.  The applicant shall assure the bond or insurance required is provided.

20. Name of bonding corporation or insurance company – provide the name of the bonding corporation or insurance 
company for which the bond was issued through.

21. Address of bonding corporation or insurance company – list the address of the bonding corporation or insurance 
company; include the street address, city, state and zip code.

22. Number of fireworks and kind of fireworks to be displayed– indicate the total amount of fireworks proposed for the 
display or use and a description of the type of fireworks for display; such as 10 aerial bombs, 30 aerial rocket bursts, 
etc.

23. The application is valid for the calendar year in which the application was received and permit was issued.

24. Permit fees shall be established by the legislative body of a city, village or township board and shall be submitted to and
retained by legislative body of a city, village or township board.

25. Permitting will be in compliance with the Michigan Fireworks Safety Act, PA 256 of 2011, MCL 28.466, Section 16.

26. Mail the application to the legislative body of a city, village or township board within the location jurisdiction of 
the display.  DO NOT mail the application to the Bureau of Fire Services (BFS).  If mailed to the BFS, it will be returned
to the sender.

Lake Shamrock Dredging.  Mechanical dredging by the city continues at the west end of the lake as time and 

weather permit.  Savin’s hydraulic dredging has been paused due to the temperature and ice formation on the 

lake. They have pulled the barge for the season and will be back to start work in 2026 as soon as possible, weather 

permitting, to hopefully complete before the March 15th through June 30th fish spawning pause occurs.     

  

Lake Shamrock Dam Project.  For the dam project, our engineering firms, GEI and Spicer, have essentially 

completed the design work for the new dam, emergency/auxiliary spillway, and the new walkway.  GEI and 

Spicer are continuing to work with the city on finalizing some details, but the bid documents have been posted to 

the City’s website.  Sealed bids will be received until 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, February 17, 2026.  There is a 

mandatory Pre-bid meeting for contractors interested in bidding on the project that will be held on Tuesday, 

February 3, 2026, at 1:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Once the bids are received and reviewed, we will be bringing a 

recommendation to the City Commission for approval.  The project will commence this Spring.  We are still 

waiting on the grant agreement with FEMA and will bring that to you at a future meeting.  

 

Storm Cleanup/Brush Chipping.  After the recent storms that hit Mid-Michigan and the Clare area quite hard, 

DPW crews are still actively working on picking up and chipping brush that has been piled at the curb throughout 

the city.  Due to the massive amount of tree damage, it is taking significant time to get through the entire city.  

Additional snow and ice storms have also delayed the process and caused issues with the chipping and buried 

some of the piles.   

 

DPW Dump Truck.  As you may remember, last July the City Commission approved the purchase of a new dump 

truck to replace a 1989 F800.  As you know, these types of purchases have very long lead times.  We just recently 

received the 2025 International Cab and Chassis from Weiland Sales.  I have attached a picture of the new truck.  

We are now waiting for the remaining parts (dump body and underbody scraper from Truck and Trailer 

Specialties) to be scheduled later this year which will complete the purchase and build which will allow us to put 

it into service at that time.
