. COMM UNICATIONS REPORT
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The regular meeting of the Clare City Planning Commission was called to order in the
City Hall Commission Chambers, at 6:30 p.m. by Chairperson Jason Lowe, who then led
with the Pledge of Allegiance. Present were Commissioners Lisa Benic, Glenda
Carmoney, Angie Cozat, Ken Hibl, Jason Lowe, and Elaine Demasi. Absent: Brett Moser,
Nick Wyman, and Stacy Pechacek. Also present were Diane Lyon, City Clerk; and Laurie
Jackson, Deputy Clerk.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT AGENDA:

Moved by Commissioner Benic second by Commissioner Carmoney to approve the
Consent Agenda items listed with an asterisk (*) (Agenda, Minutes as amended,
Communications, Professional Development, the excusal of commissioner Stacey
Peachacek, and the excusal of commissioner Nick Wyman) considered to be routine
by the Planning Commission.

B. SELECTION OF COMMISSION VICE CHAIRPERSON
Items A and B of the agenda were considered concurrently by the city’s Planning
Commission. The By-Laws of the City of Clare Planning Commission stipulate that
the Planning Commission shall annually select its Chairperson at the first scheduled
meeting of the year. The Planning Commission has been asked to take appropriate
action to select its chairperson for 2025.

Nominations for Planning Commission Chairperson were opened.

Motion by Commissioner Hibl second by Commissioner Cozat to renew the
nominations of Jason Lowe as Chairperson and Nick Wyman as Vice Chairperson.

Hearing no other nominations, it was moved by Commissioner Carmoney, seconded
by Commissioner Cozat, to close nominations for Chair and Vice-Chair.

Moved by Commissioner Hibl, seconded by Commissioner Cozat, to approve the
nomination of Jason Lowe as Chairperson and Nick Wyman as Vice-Chairperson of
the Planning Commission by adoption of Resolutions 2026-001 PC and 2026-002 PC,
respectively. Roll call vote: Yeas: Hibl, Demasi, Cozat, Carmoney, Benic, Lowe. Nays:
None. Absent: Moser, Pechacek, Wyman. Motion carried.
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C. ANNUAL REVIEWS OF BY-LAWS
The By-Laws of the City of Clare Planning Commission governs the procedures and
processes followed by the Planning Commission with respect to the rules it adopts
and enforces, the conduct of its members, the conduct of its meetings, and the
decisions made by the Planning Commission — in essence, everything the Planning
Commission formally does or does not do. Consequently, it is deemed appropriate to
review and update those rules annually at the Planning Commission’s first meeting
prior to conducting any other business to ensure the by-laws are up-to-date and fulfil
the needs and desires of the Planning Commission. Commissioners requested
consistent use of the term “chairperson” throughout the document and noted one
clerical error requiring correction. The motion was amended to incorporate these
changes. Roll call vote: Yeas: Demasi, Cozat, Benic, Carmoney, Hibl, Lowe. Nays:
None. Absent: Moser, Pechacek, Wyman. Motion carried.

Moved by Commissioner Lowe, seconded by Commissioner Demasi, to approve the
Planning Commission By-Laws for 2026 with amendment by adoption of Resolution
2026-003 PC.

D. SPECIAL _USE PERMIT REVIEW AND APPROVAL - K-BERGER, LLC
(CULVERS)
The City of Clare has received a special use permit application from K-Berger 7, LLC,
Mt. Pleasant, Michigan, to expand the drive-through area to allow for a second
customer service queue at Culver's Restaurant, 10401 South Clare Avenue, Clare,
Michigan.

The Planning Commission is the approval authority for the Special Use Permit. A
public hearing is required prior to formal action.

The City published the required notice of the request and, to date, has received no
objections. Notice was also mailed to all property owners within 300 feet, with no
responses received.

The Planning Commission is asked to hold the required public hearing and, following
the hearing, consider the request and render a decision.

Moved by Commissioner Benic, seconded by Commissioner Carmoney, to open the
public hearing. Roll call vote: Yeas: Demasi, Hibl, Cozat, Benic, Carmoney, Lowe.
Nays: None. Absent: Moser, Pechacek, Wyman. Motion carried.

Josh Mecomber, Owner, and Lucas Driesenga, PEA Group, were present and
provided an overview of the request.

The applicant stated the project is intended to address vehicle queuing and improve
on-site traffic flow. The proposal includes a second drive-through lane, an additional
menu board, and approximately four additional stacking spaces, increasing total
capacity to approximately 15 vehicles. It was noted that stormwater management will
remain unchanged.

The applicant further stated the restaurant, opened in 2021, has experienced
increased business, and the proposal is consistent with the original site plan, which
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contemplated a future second drive-through lane. No parking spaces will be
eliminated. Construction is anticipated to begin following approval, as weather
permits, with completion expected during the summer construction season.

Moved by Commissioner Carmoney, seconded by Commissioner Lowe, to close the
public hearing.

Absent: Moser, Pechacek, Wyman. Motion carried.

E. SITE PLAN REVIEW AND APPROVAL - 7-ELEVEN INC. (SPEEDWAY)
The City has received a site plan application and supporting documents from 7-
Eleven Inc. (Speedway) to renovate property located at 9898 South Clare Avenue,
an existing gas station. The Planning Commission is asked to consider the
application and render a site plan decision.

City staff completed a formal review of the site plan with the applicant on February 5,
2026, and found that the proposal generally meets the City’s zoning requirements.
The primary concern identified by staff was the location and lack of enclosure of the
waste receptacle (dumpster).

Prior to consideration of the application, the Planning Commission was required to
hold a public hearing to receive comments regarding the site plan. Notice of the public
hearing was published, and all property owners within 300 feet of the site were
notified. The City did not receive any written objections to the site plan application;
however, one verbal comment was received from the neighboring property owner to
the north. That property owner’s only concern was the waste receptacle, noting that
its current, unenclosed location results in trash blowing into their yard.

The Planning Commission is asked to hold the requisite public hearing related to the
site plan and after the public hearing, the Commission is asked to formally consider
the Site Plan and to render a decision concerning approval or disapproval.

The applicant’s representative, Melanie Hart, provided an overview of the proposed
improvements. Speedway is undertaking a program to upgrade the fuel system,
including removal and replacement of underground storage tanks and installation of
a new canopy. The existing rectangular canopy with four dispensers will be replaced
with an inline canopy design intended to improve vehicle circulation and reduce
congestion on the site. Two 20,000-gallon underground storage tanks are proposed:
one split tank for premium and diesel fuel, and one tank for regular fuel. The existing
commercial fueling dispenser (CFL) will be removed and replaced, with the new
configuration designed to better serve box trucks. Site work will include cutting and
replacing concrete within the project area. The existing kerosene tank will be
removed. The commercial fueling area for larger trucks will remain in approximately
the same location but with a new orientation and updated dispensers. While the site
can accommodate fuel delivery trucks (similar in size to semis), the commercial
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fueling layout is primarily designed to serve box trucks due to the tight geometry of
the site.

In response to the neighbor's concerns, the Planning Commission discussed
relocating and enclosing the dumpster. Commissioners noted that all commercial
dumpsters are required by ordinance to be enclosed and generally located toward
the rear of the property. The applicant’s representative indicated that, if enclosure
and relocation are included as a condition of approval, she is confident that the work
will be incorporated into the final plans submitted to the county. Staff and the
Commission agreed that construction of a code-compliant dumpster enclosure in an
appropriate rear-yard location should be included as a condition of site plan approval.

The Commission also discussed the condition of the site entrances, which are in
disrepair. The driveway approaches are located within the Michigan Department of
Transportation (MDOT) right-of-way. Commission members suggested that entrance
improvements be included as a condition of approval. The applicant’s representative
explained that full repaving and driveway reconstruction are not included in the
current fueling and tank project scope, as those items fall under the store’s separate
maintenance budget. She requested that any entrance work be allowed as a phased
project on a timeline separate from the fueling improvements so as not to delay the
primary project. Staff noted that the City’s ordinance requires all work associated with
an approved site plan to be completed within one year of approval, with the option
for a one-year extension without requiring a new site plan application.

The applicant provided a written statement indicating that repaving the entire site is
not within the current project scope, but that site conditions will be evaluated during
construction. If patching is required, Speedway will make repairs to the entrance at
that time. Paving typically falls under the store’s maintenance program, separate from
the fueling program. Speedway will coordinate with MDOT for any necessary
approvals, lane closures, and construction safety plans if entrance work is
undertaken.

Signhage was also addressed as part of the application. Staff confirmed that signage
could be approved with the site plan, and the sign vendor will complete the required
calculations. The canopy design presented is generally schematic but reflects a
refreshed appearance similar in size and form to the existing canopy, with a light gray
fascia band, Speedway channel letters, and Speedway “buttons” on the shorter sides.
The site will retain the Speedway branding; it is not proposed to convert to 7-Eleven
branding at this time. The existing “Coal” pole sign will undergo a cabinet change-
out, with the same overall sign size retained. The sign will receive new white LED
fuel price displays and a repainted pole. The sign will be digital LED for pricing only
and not a full-motion digital sign. The number of fuel prices displayed will be reduced
to diesel, regular unleaded, and unleaded. A note on the site plan referencing fascia
height is an internal instruction for the sign vendor’s survey work and will be
addressed during final sign design.

Commission shall annually prepare and submit to the Clare City Commission an
annual report. The Planning Commission is asked to review and approve the Report
to allow it to be formally submitted to the Clare City Commission for review,
consideration, and discussion.

The Commission briefly discussed holding a joint annual meeting with the City
Commission, noting that such a meeting is referenced in the Planning Commission
bylaws. Staff was asked to check with the City Commission regarding their interest in
scheduling the joint meeting and to place the item on a future agenda if appropriate. A
minor typographical error was noted and corrected in the report under “Public
Engagement — Primary Accomplishments and Activities,” clarifying the reference to the
Facade Improvement Plan.

Moved by Commissioner Benic, seconded by Commissioner Lowe, to approve the
corrected 2025 Annual Report, by adoption of Resolution 2026-006 PC. Roll call vote:
Yeas: Demasi, Hibl, Cozat, Benic, Carmoney, Lowe. Nays: None. Absent: Moser,
Pechacek, Wyman. Motion carried.

PLANNING COMMISSION DISCUSSION:

Commissioners briefly discussed several community items of interest. They noted news
of a new restaurant, Midtown Bodega, planned for Carousel Mall and understood to be
operated by Twisted Fork of Mount Pleasant, with the business expected to function
primarily as a carry-out sandwich/deli. Commissioners also observed that the former
Campbell Building is now occupied, with Angie Hairdressing identified as one of the new
tenants.
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The Commission inquired about the status of the ZBA variance request for the property
formerly known as Shagnas and confirmed that the variance had been denied, no appeal
had been filed, and that code enforcement is issuing tickets in connection with ongoing
issues at the site. Commissioners also discussed a reported sinkhole on Forest near Deer
Lake, noting a prior water line break and a portion of separated asphalt; repairs will need
to be addressed when conditions allow.

Staff and Commissioners acknowledged that the Department of Public Works is working
to catch up on repairs following recent ice storm impacts, weather-related conditions, and
multiple water main breaks. It was noted that recent frost depth has been approximately
42 inches.
