A. APPOINTMENT OF SUCCESSOR TO COMMISSIONER MAEGAN JENKINS 

Commissioner Maegan Jenkins has tendered her resignation due to a change of residency.  

Section 5.4 of the City Charter stipulates the City Commission shall select and appoint, 

within 30 days, a successor to serve the balance of the term of a vacant City Commission 

seat.    

 

The process and method used by the City Commission to select a successor is mute in the 

City Charter, thus is left to the discretion and judgement of the Commission.   

 

The City Commission is asked to appoint a city resident who has expressed interest in 

serving as a successor to Commissioner Jenkins or provide guidance to the City Staff in 

respect to its desires in creating a pool of candidates for consideration.  

 

Motion by Commissioner Bonham second by Commissioner Murphy to nominate Nick 

Loomis for appointment to the City Commission.  Hearing no other nominations, Nick 

Loomis was appointed as City Commissioner to fill the vacancy by adoption of Resolution 

2026-021. Roll call vote: Yeas: Commissioners Bob Bonham, Kim Bussell, Pat 

Humphrey, and Carolyn (Gus) Murphy.  Nays: None.  Absent: None.  Motion Carried. 

 

A. RECOGNITION OF FORMER COMMISSIONER MAEGAN JENKINS 

Maegan Jenkins has long been a highly regarded and dedicated member of the City of 

Clare and the Greater Clare Area community. Her steadfast commitment to the growth, 

advancement, and well-being of the community inspired her to seek public office, 

culminating in her election as a Clare City Commissioner.  For the past five years, Maegan 

has served with distinction, continuing her legacy of service both as a valued member of 

the Clare Fire Department and as a compassionate paramedic with Mobile Medical 

Response.  

 

Effective April 2, 2026, Maegan tendered her resignation from the City Commission 

following her family’s relocation outside the jurisdiction of the City of Clare. 

 

The City Commission is asked to formally acknowledge Maegan for her exceptional 

service, her unwavering dedication to the residents of Clare, and her many invaluable 

contributions as a respected community leader.

10. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
Lake Shamrock Dredging.  Fish spawning restrictions run from March 15 to July 1, thus, 

mechanical dredging by the city will continue at the west end of the lake as time and weather 

permit once restrictions are lifted. Savin’s hydraulic dredging continues to be paused due to 

the temperature, ice formation on the lake, and the fish spawning restriction.  Savin will be 

back at the beginning of July to complete the dredging when the restriction is lifted. They 

estimate about 4 to 6 weeks of dredging remaining and hopefully completion by mid to late 

August.  

  

Lake Shamrock Dam Project.  GEI and Spicer have completed the design work for the new 

dam, emergency/auxiliary spillway, and the new walkway.  Project bids came in higher than 

anticipated by well over 2 million dollars.  Fisher Contracting was low bid at $8,891,895 and 

Anlaan Corporation was $9,970,000.  We do not have enough funding in place with the grant 

dollars received to fully fund both phases of the project at those costs.  The engineers are 

completing a detailed review of the bid items to find ways to allow the city to reduce the costs 

by changing the scope or phases if possible.  We met with the engineers on April 16th to discuss 

strategies moving forward for the project and possible funding sources. Fisher Contracting is 

reviewing the project to see if there are potential cost savings on any pieces of the project.  

Once the bids are fully reviewed and the numbers verified, a recommendation for approval will 

be brought to the City Commission.  We spoke with EGLE and FEMA to locate additional 

grants or other funding sources and have submitted for federal budget allocations from 

Moolenaar and Slotkin’s offices, but the odds are low that we will receive an allocation.   We 

are still waiting to receive the grant agreement with FEMA. The EGLE permit is progressing 

still in a timely manner. They will be able to give us a permit for both phases of the project 

which we can then modify if needed, and we can only do phase one at this time (dam removal 

and replacement, and site prep for the auxiliary spillway).  

 

Lake Shamrock Levels and Dam - Flooding.  For the past few weeks, we have seen rising lake 

levels that have been easily controlled by raising and lowering of one of the gates.  With the 

recent rainstorms we had to open two and three gates for a few days to maintain water levels.  

With three gates open we were able to control the level and reduce the lake levels back to 

normal relatively quickly.  The Little Tobacco Drain is very swollen due to recent spring melts 

and rainfall, but so far it has not caused any major issues. 

 

2026 PILOT Report.  The annual PILOT (payment in lieu of taxes) report has been completed 

by the Assessor for review and information.     

 

City Commission Nominating Petitions.  Reminder:  The City of Clare is accepting nominating 

petitions for the non-partisan offices of City Commissioner (2 seats).  Nominating Petitions 

will be accepted up to 4 p.m. on April 21, 2026. City Commissioners serve a four-year term.

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AIRPORT ADVISORY BOARD: The Board is charged with proposing and providing recommendations to the City 

Commission regarding all aspects of present and projected/future management and operations including operating rules, 

regulations, policies, procedures, and standards of the Clare Municipal Airport developing the five-year plan for the airport.  

Members serve a three-year term and meet on a monthly basis. 

 

BOARD OF REVIEW:  Members, appointed annually, must be electors of the city. Experience and/or training in matters 

related to real estate is preferred but not required. The State requires training every two years and meeting times/dates are 

prescribed by Michigan Law.

BROWNFIELD REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY 

The purpose of the Authority is to promote the revitalization, redevelopment, and reuse of certain contaminated, 

blighted, or obsolete properties primarily through the use of tax increment financing.  The Authority is empowered 

to establish redevelopment districts within which environmentally blighted properties are located, and then collect 

taxes within that district for improvements to fund redevelopment projects.  Members serve a three-year term.  This 

body meets as needed. 

 

CEMETERY ADVISORY BOARD The Board advises the City Commission regarding practices, policies, and procedures 

to be promulgated for the Cherry Grove Cemetery and to develop and submit any plans deemed necessary and appropriate to 

promote and ensure the orderly and prosperous future growth of the Cemetery.  There is no residency requirement to serve 

on this board and members serve a three-year term.  This body meets as needed. 

CLARE RAILROAD DEPOT GOVERNING BOARD There are no residency requirements to serve on this 

board and membership of the said body is comprised of the President of the Clare County Arts Council or a 

designated representative; the President of the Clare Area Chamber of Commerce or a designated representative; a 

representative of the local railroad historic group; the Clare City Manager, who serves as chair of the board; the 

Treasurer/Finance Director of the City of Clare; the Clare City Clerk; the City of Clare Recreation Director; and 

other ad hoc members of the city Staff,  local organizations, and entities as determined necessary by the 

chairperson of the Clare Railroad Depot Governing Body. This body meets quarterly. 

 

DOWNTOWN DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY:  A minimum of 50% of the members must consist of commissioners 

that own or manage commercial property in the downtown and one member who lives within the DDA district. Members 

serve a three-year term. This body meets monthly.  Please check below if you have experience in:

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION The EDC oversees economic development for the City and has the 

authority to adopt resolutions pertaining to economic development.  The board consists of nine members selected by the 

Mayor and confirmed by the  Ci ty  Commission to serve a six-year term.  This body meets as needed. 

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION This autonomous 12-member entity oversees the operations, 

development, and management of the Clare Industrial Parks.   

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FINANCE AUTHORITY This Authority is charged with supporting economic development, 

facilitating growth, nurturing existing and new industrial businesses, and financing needed development projects within 

Clare’s North Industrial Park.  This eleven-member board consists of seven members from the City, two representatives 

from Clare Public Schools, one representative from Mid Michigan College, and one member from Clare County.  City 
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representatives are appointed by the Mayor and approved by the City Commission to serve four-year terms.  This body 

meets twice annually or as needed. 

PARKS & RECREATION:  Members are appointed by the city council. Members must be registered voters in the city 

qualified by experience and/or training in a variety of disciplines. This body meets quarterly.  Please check below if you have 

experience in:

Lake Shamrock Dredging.  Mechanical dredging by the city will continue at the west end of the lake as time and 

weather permit but we are also under the fish spawning restriction as of March 15. We will be able to fully operate 

again starting July 1.  Savin’s hydraulic dredging continues to be paused due to fish spawning restrictions.  The fish 

spawning restriction runs through June 30th so this means Savin will be back at the beginning of July to complete the 

dredging when the restriction is lifted. They estimate about 4 to 6 weeks of dredging remaining with completion by 

mid to late August hopefully.  

  

Lake Shamrock Dam Project.  For the dam project, our engineering firms, GEI and Spicer, have completed the design 

work for the new dam, emergency/auxiliary spillway, and the new walkway.  The bids came in higher than anticipated 

by well over 2 million dollars.  Fisher Contracting was low bid at $8,891,895 and Anlaan Corporation was $9,970,000.  

Currently, we do not have enough funding in place with the grant dollars we have received to fully fund both phases 

of the project at those costs.  The engineers are completing a detailed review to ensure the bid items are correct and 

to find ways to allow the city to reduce the costs by changing the scope or phases if possible.  Fisher Contracting is 

also reviewing the project to see if there are potential cost savings on any pieces of the project.  We spoke with EGLE 

and FEMA to see if there are additional grants or other funding sources available.  The engineers at GEI and Fisher  

met on April 29th to discuss additional strategies moving forward for the project and project cost savings. Once the 

bids are fully reviewed and the numbers verified, I will bring a recommendation for approval to the City Commission.  

We submitted for Federal budget allocations from Moolenaar and Slotkin’s offices, and so far, we have heard back 

from Slotkin’s office that the project was not selected to move forward for submission for funding.  We are still 

waiting to hear from Moolenaar’s office.  We are still waiting to receive the grant agreement with FEMA. The EGLE 

permit is still progressing well. They have stated that they will be able to give us a permit for both phases of the 

project which we can then modify if needed, and we can only do phase one at this time (just the dam removal and 

replacement and site prep for the auxiliary spillway for the future).  

 

Lake Shamrock Levels and Dam - Flooding.  Lake levels have been steady and we were able to close all gates that 

were open for regulation of the levels.  The Little Tobacco Drain has also receded well and is back to its normal 

spring levels.  As a side note, the city participated with Clare County Emergency Management and Gladwin County 

Emergency Management in a table top and real-world exercise on Saturday, April 25th to stage and practice the 

operations and procedures that would take place if there were a dam failure at Lake Shamrock.  The exercise was well 

done and it is always great to work a problem like this in practice so that we are as prepared as possible if it were to 

ever happen for real. 

 

Cemetery Building.  At a recent Cemetery Advisory Board Meeting, it was brought up that the small storage building 

at the west end of the cemetery is in severe disrepair.  During the most recent ice storm a tree fell on it and it has 

multiple large branches that have pierce through the roof.  The building itself is also cracking and has significant 

structural issues.  It has been proposed to demolish the building rather than spending the money to repair it.  It is no 

longer being used for any needed purpose.  Currently it is storing old foundation forms that are no longer used because 

we now buy precast foundations.  I just wanted to check with the City Commission to see if they have any concerns 

before we have DPW take the building down.       

 

City Commission Nominating Petitions.  Nominating Petitions were due at 4 p.m. on April 21, 2026. Four petitions 

were turned in and verified for the two available seats.  With only four, there will not be a need for a Primary (runoff) 

in August so the four will be on the November ballot for selection by the voters.
