Due to the upcoming construction and renovation that will be taking place on the Clare 

Hospital property for the MyMichigan Clare Health Center, a request was made by the 

DDA and Planning Commission to make the intersection of 6th Street and Beech Street a 

four-way stop for increased safety and better traffic control when the new main West 

entrance/exit for the hospital/emergency room will be created to line up with 6th Street on 

Beech. In addition, a recommendation was made to address the on-street parking issue on 

Beech from 5th Street to State Street.  The Traffic Safety Committee met on May 16, 2024, 

and discussed the potential changes.  The City’s Traffic & Safety Committee has reviewed 

the request and recommended approval of the request.  The City Commission is asked to 

approve the request by issuance of a Traffic Control Order 2024-01.

      9.   CITY MANAGER’S REPORT: 

Lake Shamrock Dredging and Dam Project.  The pause for fish spawning ended on June 

1st and Hydraulic and mechanical dredging are on again.  The contractor plans on operating 

both dredges 24 hours a day and 7 days a week as soon as they can get started. We recently 

met with our dam engineers, GEI and Spicer, regarding our awarded $600,000 grant and 

are working on a plan to move forward with the project and the funding that we have while 

we wait for additional potential funding sources.   

 

Rail Trail.  The project is continuing to move forward and appears to be on schedule.   

 

MDOT Summer Road Project.  Brian Atkinson, Operations Manager for MDOT, recently 

reached out to the city to let us know that due to the light winter, they had winter savings 

in maintenance for our Region.  As a result, they are adding a 1.5” cold mill and a 1.5” 

resurfacing project in the City of Clare.  The project will be on McEwan/South Clare 

Avenue from State Street northerly to north of the Speedway gas station (north of US-127), 

approximately 1.72 miles in length.  MDOT did not have plans to do work in our 

community over the next several years on this stretch of roadway, but because of the winter 

savings, they are now able to invest approximately $1 million in funds to keep this section 

of roadway in good condition.  The project is currently being advertised, and MDOT 

anticipates having the bids by June 1st.  The construction window would be mid-June 

through August, with approximately 20 working days.   

 

Michigan Green Communities.  Clare was again recognized for environmental leadership 

by the statewide Michigan Green Communities program in 2023.  As part of the Michigan 

Green Communities (MGC) Challenge, local governments were awarded gold, silver, or 

bronze seals of achievement reflecting community leadership in areas such as energy 

efficiency, climate adaptation and resilience, recycling, environmental justice, and more.  

The City of Clare achieved silver status for exemplary action in multiple categories, 

including categories related to planning, economic development, land use, climate 

resilience, climate adaptation, energy efficiency, renewable energy, materials management 

(AKA recycling, composting, waste diversion), water conservation and protection, clean 

mobility, and community engagement.

PROPERTY LEASE AGREEMENT 
 

 This agreement is made on June 17, 2024, by and between the CITY OF CLARE, a 
Michigan Municipal Corporation, of Clare, Michigan 48617, (hereinafter called “Lessor”), and 
Bolle Aviation, LLC., 408 E. Fourth Street, Clare, MI 48617. (hereinafter called “Lessee”). 
 
I. DESCRIPTION, USE, AND TERM 

 
A. Lessor hereby leases to Lessee and Lessee hereby leases from Lessor certain 

property hereinafter called the "Leased Premises" situated in the Clare Municipal 
Airport, County of Clare, and State of Michigan described as follows: 

   
___________Lot 309____________ 

    (Property ID) 
 
B. Said Leased Premises are to be used and occupied as, and for, an aviation hangar 

including any and all activities normally incident thereto and for no other purposes. 
 
C. The term of this Lease shall be for ten (10) years, commencing on the 17th day of 

June 2024 and ending on the 16nd day of June 2034. The lease is renewable for 
additional ten (10) year periods. 

 
II. RENT 
 

A. Lessee shall pay to Lessor for the Leased Premises, the minimum annual sum of 
one hundred sixty-two and 87/100 dollars ($251.61 as of January 1, 2024), in a 
single annual installment on the day of signing of this lease and thereafter annually 
until termination of this Lease. 

 
B. The Lessor reserves the right to annually adjust the lease rate by a cost-escalator. 

This will be determined by the end of year National Consumer Price Index (CPI). 
Annual adjustments will not exceed the annual CPI or 3% of the lease amount, 
whichever is less.  There will be no annual adjustment to the lease rate if the annual 
CPI falls below zero.  
 

III. TAXES 
 

A. Lessee shall pay and discharge all personal property taxes, general and special 
assessments, and other charges of every description which, during the term hereof 
and any extension thereof, may be levied on or assessed against the Leased 
Premises and all improvements thereon. 

 
B. Lessee agrees to and shall protect and hold harmless Lessor and the Leased 

Premises from liability for any and all such taxes, assessments, and charges, 
together with any interest, penalties, or other sums thereby imposed. 

  
IV.  INDEMNITY 
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The lessee shall indemnify the City of Clare and hold the City of Clare (including all 
of its subordinate bodies, officials, officers and employees) harmless from any and 
all liabilities, claims, damages whatsoever, arising from Lessee's exercise of its 
rights under this lease. 

 
V. UTILITIES 

 
Lessee shall, during the term of this Lease Agreement and any extensions thereof, 
pay all charges for electricity, telephone gas water, and sewer used in or on the 
Leased Premises. 
 

VI. WASTE AND NUISANCE 
 

Lessee shall not commit, or cause to be committed, any waste upon or within the 
Leased Premises, nor shall it maintain, commit, or permit the commission of any 
nuisance on the Leased Premises. 
 

VII. RIGHTS RESERVED TO THE LESSOR 
 

A. During time of war or national emergency, Lessor shall have the right to enter into 
an agreement with the United States Government for military or naval use of part or 
all of the landing area, the publicly owned air navigation facilities and/or other areas 
or facilities of the airport. If any such agreement is executed, the provisions of this 
instrument, insofar as they are inconsistent with the provisions of the agreement 
with the Government shall be suspended. 

 
B. This Lease Agreement shall be subordinate to the provisions of any outstanding 

agreement between the Lessor and the United States relative to the maintenance, 
operation, or development of the airport.  

 
C. It is hereby specifically understood and agreed that nothing herein contained shall 

be construed to grant or authorize the granting of an exclusive right to provide 
aeronautical services to the public as prohibited in Section 308 (a) of the Federal 
Aviation Act of 1958, as amended, and the Lessor reserves the right to grant to 
others the privilege and right of conducting any one or all activities of an aeronautical 
nature. 

 
D. The Lessor reserves the right to further develop or improve the landing area of the 

airport as it sees fit, regardless of the desires or view of the Lessee, and without 
interference or hindrance. 
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E. The Lessor reserves the right, but shall not be obligated to the Lessee, to maintain 
and keep in repair the landing area of the airport and all publicly-owned facilities of 
the airport, together with the right to direct and control all activities of the Lessee in 
this regard. 

 
F. There is hereby reserved to the Lessor, its successors, and assigns, for the use and 

benefit of the public, a right of flight for the passage of aircraft in the airspace above 
the surface of the premises herein leased. This public right of flight shall include the 
right to cause in said airspace any noise inherent in the operation of any aircraft 
used for navigation or flight through the said airspace or landing at, taking off from, 
or operation on the Clare Municipal Airport. 

 
VIII. IMPROVEMENTS 

 
A. The Lessee shall have the right to construct a building on the leased premises. The 

Lessee shall be required to submit plans for any proposed construction on the 
leased parcel. Said plans must be submitted and approved prior to any construction. 
Further, the Lessor shall have the right to refuse or deny approval of any plans 
submitted for good cause.  

 
B. It is specifically provided that such building shall not be used for any purpose other 

than the Lessee's private aviation related use unless written permission for any 
nonconforming use is received by the Lessee from the Lessor in advance. The 
Lessor reserves the right to deny permission for any nonconforming use. If 
permission for nonconforming use is granted by the Lessor, the Lessor reserves the 
right to demand reasonable additional charges above the stipulated annual rental 
fee for the nonconforming use.  

 
IX. RIGHT OF INSPECTION 
 

The Lessor shall have reasonable rights of inspection of the premises during normal 
business hours. 
 

X. SURRENDER OF PREMISES 
 

A. All buildings placed upon the land leased by the Lessee shall remain his own 
personal property, and at the expiration of the term of this lease agreement or any 
renewal therein, the Lessee will have 120 days in which the Lessee may remove 
such improvements or buildings provided that he restores the premises to their 
condition at the time of making this Lease, insofar as practicable. In the event the 
buildings are not removed within 120 days, past the expiration of the term or any 
renewal thereof, the building shall become the property of the Lessor, and the 
Lessor may retain, remove, or demolish said building without any liability on its part. 
Any costs of restoring the premises to their previous condition shall be borne by the 
Lessee.  
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B. It is further agreed that in the event Lessee remains in possession of the Leased 
Premises after the expiration of the lease, or any renewal thereof, the Lessee shall 
be deemed to be occupying said premises as a tenant from month to month, subject 
to all conditions, provisions, and obligations of this lease insofar as the same is 
applicable to a month-to-month tenancy. 

 
XI. DEFAULTS AND REMEDIES 

 
If Lessee shall allow the rent to be in arrears more than thirty (30) days after written 
notice of such delinquency, Lessor may at its option, without notice to Lessee, 
terminate this Lease Agreement and re-enter and take possession of said premises 
and remove all property there from without being deemed guilty of any manner of 
trespass and relet the Leased Premises.  
 

XII. ADDITIONAL COVENANTS BY LESSEE 
 

A. The lessee, for himself, his heirs, personal representatives, successors in interest, 
and assigns, as a part of the consideration hereof, does hereby covenant and agree 
as a covenant running with the land that in the event facilities are constructed, 
maintained, or otherwise operated on the said property described in this Lease for 
a purpose for which a Department of Transportation (DOT) program or activity is 
extended or for another purpose involving the provision of similar services or 
benefits, the Lessee shall maintain and operate such facilities and services in 
compliance with all other requirements imposed pursuant to 49 CFR Part 21, 
Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted Programs of the DOT, and as said 
Regulations may be amended. 

 
B. The Lessee, for himself, his heirs, his personal representatives, successors in 

interest, and assigns, as a part of the consideration hereof, does hereby covenant 
and agree as a covenant running with the land that: (a) no person on the grounds 
of race, color, or national origin shall be excluded from participation in, denied the 
benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in the use of said facilities; 
(b) that in the construction of any improvements on, over, or under such land and 
the furnishing of services thereon, no person on the grounds of race, color, or 
national origin shall be excluded from participation in, denied the benefits of, or 
otherwise be subjected to discrimination; and (c) that the Lessee shall use the 
premises in compliance with all other requirements imposed by or pursuant to 49 
CFR part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted Programs of the DOT, and as 
said Regulations may be amended. 

 
C. The Lessee agrees, if applicable, to furnish service on a fair, equal, and not unjustly 

discriminatory basis to all users thereof, and to charge fair, reasonable, and no 
unjustly discriminatory prices for each unit or service, provided, that the Lessee may 
be allowed to make reasonable and nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other 
similar types of price reductions to volume purchasers. 

 
D. The Lessee covenants that it will comply with pertinent statutes, Executive Orders, 

and such rules as are promulgated to assure that no person shall, on the grounds 
of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or handicap be excluded from 
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participating in any activity conducted with or benefiting from Federal assistance. 
This provision obligates the Lessee or its transferee for the period during which 
Federal assistance is extended to the airport program, except where Federal 
assistance is to provide or is in the form of personal property or real property or 
interest therein or structures or improvements thereon. In these cases, the Provision 
obligates the Lessee or any transferee for the longer of the following periods: (a) the 
period during which the property is used by the Lessee or any transferee for a 
purpose for which Federal assistance is extended, or for another purpose involving 
the provision of similar services of benefits; of (b) the period during which the Lessor 
or any transferee retains ownership or possession of the property. 

 
E. The Lessee agrees that it will practice nondiscrimination in their activities and will 

provide Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) participation in any sublease as 
required by the Lessor, in order to meet the goals of the Lessor, or required by the 
Federal Aviation Agency in order to obtain an exemption from the prohibition against 
Long-term exclusive leases. 

 
F. The Lessee agrees that it shall insert the above five (5) provisions in any sublease 

or consign by which said lessee grants a right or privilege to any person, firm, or 
corporation to render accommodations and/or services to the public on the premises 
herein leased or owned. 

 
G. The Lessee agrees to comply with the notification and review requirements covered 

in Part 77 of the Federal Aviation Regulations in the event any future structure or 
building is planned for the leased premises, or in the event of any planned 
modification or alteration of any present or future building or structure situated on 
the leased premises. 

 
H. The Lessee, by accepting this Lease expressly agrees for itself, its successors and 

assigns that it will not erect nor permit the erection of any structure or object nor 
permit the growth of any tree on the land leased hereunder such that it penetrates 
the safety zones surrounding the airport. In the event the aforesaid covenants are 
breached, the Lessor reserves the right to enter upon the land leased hereunder 
and remove the offending structure, object or tree, all of which shall be at the 
expense of the Lessee. 

 
I. The Lessee, by accepting this Lease, agrees for itself, its successors, and assigns 

that it will not make use of the leased premises in any manner which might interfere 
with the landing and taking off of aircraft from the Clare Municipal Airport or 
otherwise constitute a hazard. In the event the aforesaid covenant is breached, the 
Lessor reserves the right to enter upon the premises hereby leased and cause the 
abatement of such interference at the expense of the Lessee. 

 
J. Any person, firm, or corporation operating aircraft on the airport may perform any 

services on its own aircraft, including but not limited to, maintenance and repair that 
the Lessee may choose to perform. 

 
XIII. Bankruptcy 
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Neither this Lease, nor any interest herein nor any estate thereby created shall pass to 
any trustee or receiver or assignee for the benefit of creditors or otherwise by operation 
of law. 
 
In the event the estate created hereby shall be taken in execution or by other process 
of law or if Lessee shall be adjudicated insolvent or bankrupt pursuant to the provisions 
of any State or Federal insolvency or bankruptcy act, or if a receiver trustee of the 
property of Lessee shall be appointed by final order un-appealed from by reason of 
Lessee's insolvency or inability to pay its debts, or if any assignment shall be made of 
Lessee's property for the benefit of creditors, then and in any of such events, Lessor 
may, at its option, terminate this Lease and all rights of Lessee hereunder, by giving to 
Lessee, notice in writing, of the election of Lessor to so terminate. 
 
Lessee shall not ensue or give cause for institution of legal proceedings seeking to 
have Lessee adjudicated bankrupt, reorganized or rearranged under the bankruptcy 
laws of the United States, and shall not cause or give cause for the appointment of a 
trustee or receiver for Lessee's assets, and shall not make an assignment for the 
benefit of creditors, or become or be adjudicated insolvent. The allowance of any 
petition under the bankruptcy law, or the appointment of a trustee or receiver of Lessee 
or its assets, shall be conclusive evidence that Lessee caused, or gave cause, thereof, 
unless such allowance of the petition, or the appointment of a trustee or receiver, is 
appealed from or has not become final. 
 

XIV. MISCELLANEOUS 
 
A. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the Parties hereto 

and their respective heirs, executors, administrators, legal representatives, 
successors, and assigns when permitted by this Agreement. 

 
B. This Agreement shall be construed under and in accordance with the laws of the 

State of Michigan. 
 
C. No amendment, modification, or alteration of the terms of this Lease Agreement 

shall be binding unless the same is in writing, dated subsequent to the date hereof 
and duly executed by the Parties hereto. 

 
D. No waiver by any Party hereto of any default or breach of any term, condition, or 

covenant of this Lease Agreement shall be deemed to be a waiver of any other 
breach of the same or any other term, condition, or covenant contained herein. 

 
E. The Lessor may grant or withhold its permission for assignment, in its sole 

discretion. Any assignment or sublet shall not relieve the Lessee hereunder of its 
obligations. 

 
F. The Lessee has one (1) year from the signing of this lease to complete construction 

of an approved Hangar.  The hangar occupancy permit is the final inspection of the 
completed hangar.  If construction is not substantially completed prior to the 1-year 
timeframe, the lot will revert back to the City of Clare and the lease will be 
terminated.  
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G. This lot does come with a height restriction based upon the proximity to the 

approach to Runway 9.  Any portion of the proposed building shall not exceed 20’ 
in height AGL.  Application will have to be made with the FAA Tall Structures online 
tool.  MDOT Aeronautics will also need a copy of the building prints and approve 
that they adhere to the lot requirements.

Airport Manager Report 

June 2024 

As our sales price is not the lowest in the state, but we are still selling significant 
amounts of fuel.  We might need a new fuel shipment in late July or early 
August at this sales rate.  Our Avgas price is $5.39.     

We continue to have charter flights to/from multiple locations using our airport.  
Recently, Clare County Road Commission members flew from to North Carolina 
to tour the John Deere plant there and returned the same day.  Additionally, 
there is a monthly charter flight from Madison, WI to visit the JX Truck Center as 
well as other regular business visitors.   

City Commission approved awarding the engineering services for the PAPI 
project in April.  We are awaiting the contract proposal from Mead & Hunt for 
this project, but MDOT has not provided their decision on data liability.  I will be 
querying MDOT to find a solution moving forward.   

Schiffer’s Aerial Spraying utilized our airport for the Spongy Moth application in 
May.  A review will be completed to see the impact their use has on the airport 
and other airport users with adjustments to be implemented next year.   

The contract farmer has been out in the fields on the airport property.  I have 
introduced myself to the owner and his workers and discussed recent impacts 
to airport operations.  We have agreed to a plan to minimize interruptions. 

Our seasonal groundskeeper, Rodney Schumaker is doing a good job taking care 
of the airport mowing and overall grounds maintenance.

STREET WORK.     We mulched the roundabout, trimmed a tree at E. Fifth St, cut 2 trees at 314 

E. Seventh, cut trees on John and Eastwood, trimmed tree at Fifth and Beech and cleaned up 

stump at W. State Street.  We bladed and brined roads on a couple of days and sprayed weeds on 

several days.  We straighten the Fourth Street lot sign, moved dirt behind the DPW for rail trail 

and did some cold patching. 

 

WATER & SEWER WORK:  Water and sewer work this month included our regular schedule of 

Miss Digs, meter readings, shut offs for non-payment, manual reads, meter work, and washing 

sewers/preventive maintenance, and cleaned storm sewers.  We vactored water service in White 

Subdivision, built a manhole on W. State Street, and measured the storm sewer at 100 block of W. 

Seventh, installed sewer at 505 Witbeck and started sprinkler systems at Shamrock, Stamina Parks  

and City Hall.   Also started sprinkler on 22nd and worked on the 5th St lot sprinkler on the 23rd. 

and ran camera wire through depot. 

 

CEMETERY WORK:   We had 2 full burials and five cremation burials at Cherry Grove Cemetery 

in May.  We planted one tree and removed a couple trees.  We located veterans graves and put 

flags out.  We also set foundations on a couple of days, turned piles and watered trees. 

 

DREDGING:  Prepped barge and dumpsite for dredging.  Pushed spoils at the airport. 

 

MISCELLANEOUS WORK:    We chipped brush, cleaned, washed and waxed trucks, and cleaned 

the garage on several days.  On the 30th we set up for a luncheon for MDOT and DNR and then 

torn it down after.  We loaded and moved art in DDA on the 1st and removed the art sculpture 

bases on the 31st.  We clear drains the swamp behind Leatherer Truss on the 1st, hung senior 

banners and took black dirt at airport.  We moved the soccer complex signs by the round-about 

and mowed the city lot at the airport.  We hauled diamond dust for Brookwood and graded the ball 

field.

Continued, Current and Upcoming Programs and Events
Senior Cards and Coffee takes place on Thursday mornings at the Pere Marquette District Library 
from 10-12 p.m. in one of the small group rooms. The card games that are played are 
determined by what the group wants to play and the group is supplied with coffee and card 
decks. 

Art in Sculpture is a collaboration between Clare Parks and Recreation, Middle Michigan Development 
Corporation, the Clare County Arts Council, local artist Jeff Best and is headed by  
C. Santini. The new installation pieces will be at their current location until April 30, 2025. The 
committee has been meeting on a regular every couple of weeks over the last few months to prepare 
for the May 7th Opening Ceremony Reception of the 2024 art installations. Simmer designed the evening 
program, the Facebook event page, the voting brochures and the survey monkey voting poll for the 
program.   

 
Scheduling for the 2024 Clare Summer Concert Series will run from 6-8 p.m. on Thursday evenings from 
June 8, 2023 to August 24, 2023 at Shamrock Park. 
 
Summer Soccer Camp will be held this year during the week of July 8–11. This camp will be held in 
conjunction with the Clare Varsity Soccer program. A portion of the proceeds from the camp will go to 
the Clare Parks and Recreation Dept. (for supply costs) with a majority being kept by the varsity 
program. There is no cap on how many children may participate and we are taking registrations up until 
the first day of the program. Participants have the option to attend a goalie camp and/or soccer skills 
and tactics camp, the camp is open for children in grades 2-8 and is $30 for soccer skills & tactic camp, 
$20 for goalie camp or $40 to attend both. Registrations forms were printed and distributed to the 
schools at the same time as soccer registration. 
 
The Ethan Gage Junior Fire Fighter Academy will be back again this year to allow the area youth an 
opportunity to learn fire safety and prevention through hands-on activities and informative discussions.  
The program will take place on July 19, 2024 from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m. The Parks and Recreation Dept. along 
with volunteers from the Clare Fire Department will help assist the children enrolled in the camp. The 
fee for the academy is $12.00 per person, and includes as award certificate, t-shirt, and lunch. The 
Brankel family will be sponsoring a pizza lunch. 

 
Early Soccer Registration started on May 15, 2024. Early registration will run until June 17th and then 
late registration will take place from June 18th – July 17th.  
 
The Recreation Complex Raffle ticket raffle license has been submitted and we are awaiting verification 
and approval from the State of Michigan. The raffle will be hosted by the Friends of Clare County Parks 
and Recreation and when the license comes back, the raffle tickets will be ordered and then packaged.  



  

The tickets will be bundled and checked out to the youth soccer players and handed out with their 
player bags. Tickets will be bundled in sets of 20 and each player received one pack and are able to 
request more if they want.  As we have done every year, the tickets will be $2/each and all proceeds will 
go towards Emerald Isle Recreation Complex projects. The players who sell all of their tickets are able to 
request additional packs and for every pack they sell they are entered into a player drawing for various 
prizes. The raffle prizes are: 1st Place - $500, 2nd Place - $250 and 3rd Place - $100. The drawing will take 
place on October 12, 2024 at 12 p.m. at the Emerald Isle Recreation Complex.  
 

Clare Parks and Recreation and the Pere Marquette District Library are looking to bring back the town 
scavenger hunts this summer and will be posting them online to be able to be done independently by residents 
and visitors. 
 
Wonders of Water Camp is set to take place on August 2, 2024 from 9 a.m. - 3 p.m. This camp is collaboration 
between Clare Parks and Recreation and Waste Water Treatment Department and new this year we will also 
have partnership with the MSU Extension and the Pere Marquette District Library. The participants will be 
educated on the value of water as a resource and to do some educational activities involving water (bug 
picking, sampling, etc.).   
 

Past Programs and Events 
FellerREXpress took place at Shamrock Park on 6/10/2024 at 3 p.m. The program was a fun and 
interactive dinosaur experience. MFCU partnered with the Pere Marquette District Library and Clare 
Parks and Recreation for the program. The program had a great turn out with over 275 attendees.
 
Additional Information 

• The city has been meeting and corresponding with MDOT to keep the project moving for 
the Pere Marquette Rail-Trail extension. Construction started on March 18, 2024 and 
they are still anticipating an end date from mid-July to October 1st (depending on if there 
are any delays). MDOT, MDNR and City of Clare reps (Simmer, Potter and Howard) have 
been holding Teams online meetings every couple of weeks to go over the project and 
progress of the construction. Simmer has bene posting periodic construction updates on 
Facebook along with pictures. We are hoping to start planning for a ribbon cutting, but as 
of right now we do not have a date set as we do not know a more narrowed down 
completion date at this time.     

• Simmer is working with Sinclair Recreation and MDNR on getting PIP (Pour in Place) 
Surfacing completed at the Emerald Isle Recreation Complex. They have mobilized and 
will be starting on 6/14/2024. The playground has been fenced off and the ground has 
been prepped for them to come in.   

• MSU will be continuing their invasive species study of McIreland Trail.  

• Simmer is working with Firefly Golf Course on a potential golf outing fundraiser to raise 
funds for the outdoor restroom at the Clare Union Railroad Depot.  

• Simmer is working again with MMI to have a clean-up crew at the parks during the 
summer and also has a summer helper return to assist and learn (who will complete 120 
total hours).
